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Golf

Grab your clubs and get ready to tee off at one of the nine different golf courses in the region, including an Arnold Palmer designed and operated course.  Rolling greens can be found around nearly every bend of the river in Alton, Wood River, Godfrey and Jerseyville.  Most courses are extremely affordable, and all are downright fun!  Check out what each course has to offer.

Alton 

Cloverleaf Golf Course
Built in 1931, the Cloverleaf Golf Course is on of the oldest family owned and operated 18-hole courses in the St. Louis area.  With more than 70 years in operation, it is estimated that more than 2 million rounds of golf have been played on this course of moderate difficulty.  Cloverleaf is known for its Quick Stand Bermuda grass that is an outstanding hitting surface for irons and woods.  For golfers looking for a leisurely round at an affordable price, this is the course!

Robert Wadlow Municipal 
This 55-acre 9-hole course has built in 1931 and named for Alton’s “Gentle Giant” and World’s Tallest Man – Robert Pershing Wadlow.  The Wadlow course is one of six municipal courses run by the city of Alton.  The gentle rolling terrain of this course features wide fairways and medium-size greens.  It is easy to walk and ideal for the beginner golfer.  

Rock Springs Golf Course 
Built on the rolling hills of Rock Springs Park, this municipal course is know for its scenic beauty.  The fairways are tight and tree lined, and the greens are medium in speed and size.  This 9-hole course is very affordable and enjoyed by beginning and intermediate golfers alike.  

Roseland Golf Course 
Open year round, the Roseland Golf Course was built on hilly terrain.  The fairways of this 9-hole course are fairly wide with a few being tree lined.  Since the course is built on hilly terrain, there are a number of uneven lies.  Water hazards and sand bunkers add an element of challenge to this course of moderate difficulty.  

Spencer T. Olin Golf Course 
This award-winning Arnold Palmer designed and managed course was host to the 1999 USGA Public Links Championship.  It has been rated the #1 course in the St. Louis area by the St. Louis Post-Dispatch three years in a row, as well as rated four stars by Golf Digest for “Best Places to Play”. Built on rolling hills with scenic views of the countryside, this championship 18-hole course offers a challenge to even the most experienced golfer with water hazards and numerous sand bunkers on the fairways and the greens.  This is a great course for those planning a golf outing our tournament of their own, complete with clubhouse, grill and an award-wining Pro Shop.

Woodlands Golf Club 
Some golfers consider the Woodlands Golf Course to be one of the best in Alton.  Water hazards come into play on fourteen of the eighteen holes, making this course a challenge to players of all skill levels.  The club is a great location for a golf outing with banquet facilities, scoring, refreshments and food available for groups of all sizes.

Godfrey

Rolling Hills Golf Club 
At Rolling Hills, golfers have the choice of both an eighteen-hole and nine-hole course.  This affordable course was built on rolling terrain with lakes, offering a challenge to golfers of all levels of experience.  

Jerseyville
Wolves Crossing 
Opened in 1993, Wolves Crossing is one of the newer courses in the region.  Front nine holes typically play straightaway with wind sometimes adding to the difficulty.  The back nine holes are more challenging when water comes into play.  This is an affordable course open year round and great for golfers of all levels.  

Wood River

Belk Park Golf Course 
For over 35 years, the Belk Park Golf Course has been considered one of the premier golf courses in the state of Illinois.  This 18-hole championship course was built on fairly rolling terrain with some water hazards.  The signature hole is #16, requiring two separate shots over water before reaching the green.  This popular public course has been recognized as one of the best in the St. Louis area and the winner of Golf Digest’s “Best Places to Play” award.
